1.0  Description.  The closure of the Routes listed below to vehicular traffic shall be allowed for a MAXIMUM amount of CALENDAR DAYS listed below regardless of the date of closure.  If the bridge replacements are not open to vehicular traffic on the calendar day following maximum calendar day established, the Commission, the traveling public, and state and local police and governmental authorities will be damaged in various ways. These damages are not reasonably capable of being computed or quantified.  Therefore, the contractor will be charged with liquidated damages specified in the amount listed below per day for each full day that bridgework is not complete and the bridge open to vehicular traffic in excess of the limitation as specified elsewhere in this special provision.  It shall be the responsibility of the engineer to determine the quantity of excess closure time.

PAVEMENT AT BRIDGE APPROACHES

1.0  Description.  This work shall apply to replacing, repairing or modifying existing pavement, on existing subgrade, that is disturbed during construction operations, or required for the purpose of transitioning onto the new bridge surface elevation.

1.1  Pavement treatment options can consist of cold milling existing pavement and/or constructing pavement composed of either reinforced portland cement concrete or asphaltic concrete (HMA or Cold Mix) pavement over the existing subgrade.  
2.0  Construction Requirements.  It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to minimize impacts to the existing roadway approach to the bridge during construction operations.  The limits of the disturbed pavement areas will be reviewed and approved by the engineer.

2.1  The contractor shall comply with Sec 304 for aggregate base course and Sec 401 through 403 for the asphalt option.

2.2  An approved commercial mix will be allowed for the asphalt and concrete option.

3.0  Method of Measurement.  No measurement of disturbed pavement areas as described above shall be made.

4.0  Basis of Payment.  Replacing, repairing or modifying existing pavement disturbed by the contractors operations or for the minimal pavement transitioning needs as described above will be (CHOOSE ONE ***paid for at the contract unit price for 401-99.01 Misc. Pavement, Lump Sum or will be considered no direct pay***), including any incidental grading, seeding and mulching.

FLUME DRAIN
1.0  Description.  This work shall consist of installing a flume drain, as shown on the plans or as directed by the engineer, at or near the end of a bridge abutment for the purposes of routing runoff water to the toe of the embankment slope to prevent erosion.

2.0  Material Requirements.  
2.1  Type I Rock Ditch Liner shall be in accordance with Sec 609.

2.2  Geotextile Fabric shall be in accordance with Sec 1011.

3.0 Construction Requirements.  Unless otherwise specified in the plans, flume drains shall be constructed of Type 1 Rock Ditch Liner, 3’ in width and 8” thick, with a 6” depression at the bridge end to allow for channelization of the flow.

4.0  Basis of Payment.  The accepted quantity of flume drains, complete in place, will be paid at the contract unit price per each, 609-99.02 Flume Drain, and will be full compensation for all labor, equipment, and material to complete the described work.
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
